The Literature of Canadian Philately

by F. Walter Pollock

The classic work in this field s, of course, Clifton A, Howes' *“Canada,”
publigned in 1911 by the New England Stamp Company, and embellished with
fifteen plates. It still remains, notwithstanding further and more complete
studies made of Individual stamps, a standard.«work of reference with respect
to Nliecteenth Century issues, and its 287 large pages are filled with desirahle
information, 'neluding official documents and contemporary comments. Long
out of print, it is to be had only at auctions, where it commands a price run-
mng to $30 or $36.

Becond only to Howes are the works of Fred, Jarrett of Toronto. Hle first
offering was a small book of about 100 pages entitled “Postage Stamps of Can-
ada,” published in 1923. Three years later appeared his “B. N. A. Book,” of 26!
pagen, but because of smaller type, containing about four times as muech data aa
his [irst effort. Then, in 1929, came the most pretentious volume In the library
of the Canadian collector, Jarrett's “Standard B. N. A. Catalogue,” running 600
pages, and replete with information on all aspects of Canadian and B. N, A,
philately. Although now fifteen years old, its worth Is attested by the fact that
copies are in demand at $20 to $25 and recent reports indicate that as high as
£10 is paid for a copy in England. The earller works of Jarrett also realize
good prices, in part no doubt due to the esteem In which the author i held by
those famillar with his work. and who therefore feel that they must have all
three volumes. The “B. N. A. Book” at around $8-%10 is indeed a valuable ald
te the collector who does not wish to spend more than twice that amount for
the later volume. (

B. W. H. Poole was the author of many small handbooks, and among the
best are his five small booklets on Canada, British Columbia and Vancouver |s-
land, New Brunswick, Nova Scotla, and Prince Edward Island. All were pub-
lished by the Severn-Wylie-Jewett Company, which also publishes Mekeel's.
1Intil recently at least, the four volumes relating to the pre-Confederation col-
onice were in print and available at 10¢c each, but the Canadian volume, undated
but published about 1917, at an original cost of 25c, has been unavailable for
many years, and its current price of not more than $1.50 is no clue to its elus-
fveness.

In 1939, Stamp Collecting, Ltd., of London, published Patrick Hamilton's
“Canadian Stamps" at a price of $1.00. This book deals exclusively with the
stampe of Canada, giving full data as to plate numbers, dates of issue, etc. To
the non-specializing collector, It 1s an indispensahle addition to the standard
catalogue.

A little known work is “Lowe's Standard Catalogue of the Stamps of Brit-
ifsh North America.” There were two editions, dlstinguished by their covers, In
red aad in yellow, respectively. The yellow-covered edition is said to be some-
whal the better of the two.

“Tne Colonjal Postal Systems and Postage Stamps of Vancouver Island and
British Columbia, 1849-1871" were exhaustively discussed in a book written in
1928 by Arthur Stanley Deaville (now Supervisor of the Philatelic Agency at
Ottawa), and published by the Provincial Government as an archival memolr.
If you think that really fascinating reading can not be made out of such a sub-
ject, just read this book—if you can get it.

I'here is a “History of the Post Office of British North America, 1639-1870,"
wrilten by Willlam Smith, and published in 1920, 1 must confess that I have
never seen a copy, and so must be satisfied to mention it without comment.

The sitamps of 1869 have long been the special interest of Senator J. A. Cal-
der, . R. P. 8. L. To the London Philatelist he contributed an article entitled
“Some PPhases of the Canada '69 Isaue,” which was of such importance as to be
reprinted later In book form. The volume is of essential interest to any collect-
or specializing In the Five Cent Beaver, as the plate varieties are illustrated and
identified in the minutest detail. The Senator's further studies of the 17c value
have been reported in the Red and Brown Books of The Stamp Specialist series.

For a wealth of data on one of the most popular of early Canadian stamps,
the Three-Cent Small Queen, one is referred to L. D. Shoemaker's article pub-
lished in STAMPS of March 8, 1941,



The precancel collector has little choice In his particular field, but Hoover
Brothers' “Official Catalog of Canada Precancels,” edited by Carl C. Sonne, was
complete and authoritative when published in 1938,

The collector of fiscal issues fares somewhat better. There have been nu-
merous “catalogues” in this field for many years, but mostly they were the price
llsts of the dealers by whom they were put forth. Now, however, the specialist
uses Lhe “Catalogue of the Adhesive Revenue Stamps of Canada,” published in
1942 by the Canadian Revenue Society, while the general collector I8 satisfied
with the "Standard Canadian Revenue Catalog" which the Marks Stamp Com-
pany offered in 1943.

Odell's “Canadian Postal Stationery Speclalized” ran serially in Mekeel's
from July to November, 1939, and was followed in 1941 by the “Catalogue of
Canadian Postal Stationery,” compiled by R. del.. French and A. E. Bradley. It
is understood that a second edition of the latter is in course of preparation.

Last year Werner Simon, of Memphis, Tenn., prepared a "Checklist of Can-
adlan Postage Meter lmpressions” which, 1 think, is about the only publication
catering to the interest of philometry.

The semi-official vir-mail stamps are fully listed in “Sanabrin's Alr Post
Catalogue,” and further Information, particularly concerning first flights, ete.,
may be found in the catalogues edited by lan C. Morgan, and in the “American
Alr Mail Catalogue.” Everett Erle also wrote a series of articles on this sub-
ject, published in the Facific Philatelist during 1936 and 1937.

Only recently T. P. G. Shaw, of Shawinlgan Falls, published a “Catalogue
of Canadian Railroad Cancellations,” catering to those who are interested in the
R. P. 0. markings of Canada.

A small pamphlet devoted to “The Georglan Postage Stamps of Canada,
19012-1986" was put out some years ago by The Capital Stamp and Stationery Co.
of Ottawa, and the minor varieties of “The Canadlan Silver Jubllees" were list-
ed by H. A. Bond in the first section of his proposed “fhilatelic Can:uda’ ency-
clopoedia. This effort terminated with the second section, titled “The Retail
Cigar, Cigarette and Tobacco Stamps of Canada.”

I have not mentioned the catalogues issued by Dr. L. 8. Holmes because a
revised and augmented edition is now almost ready for offering, and according
to the advance reports, his earlier efforts will not bear comparison with this
latest work. It is also understood that a voluminous and comprehensive hand-
book is being edited by Winthrop S. Boggs, and either or both of these should
appear in the near future.

In the fisld of periodicals, many publications have been attempted in Can-
ada. Some lasted a few years; most lasted only a few months. All have since
fallen by the wayside, except for two or three dealer or club organs, and also
except for Popular Stamps, now going strongly in its fifth year, and dedicated
particularly to Canadian philately. Many splendid articles on Canada have ap-
peared In its pages, and worthy items of the past have been reprinted or re-
written to bring them up to date.

To list even the outstanding articles on Canada which have appeared in
American, Canadian, and British papers would be quite impossible, May this
writer, however, with entire objectivity, refer to his own contributions, in the
form of occasional articles and his weekly column published in STAMPS? Gen-
erally the column is more or less ephemeral, as is necessary when one s writing
agalnst a weekly deadline, but there have been a few major contributions to our
subject, particularly the all-Canada issues of STAMPS dated November 23, 1940
and March 8, 1941, and two articles dealing with the first George V issue, and
prepared in collaboration with Frank W. Campbell and Carl C. Sonne,

When the B. N. A. P. S. was in the early stages of formation, I sald that
my eontribution to the Society would be an article in every number of TOPICS.
Then | missed the second issue, for which the Editor kindly apologlzed on my
behalf. Frankly, I had no idea that we would be able to publish TOPICS so
frequently, nor could | foresee the additional business duties that’have been im-
posed on me in recent months.

So the promise of something by F. W. P, In every issue must be withdrawn,
and Indeed I think it well to do so, as no one member, or even a few members,
should monopolize these pages. They are, of course, open to all and should be
used by all. At the same time, I'll do the best I can, when I can.

Even this paper has been more or less rushed to make this issue of TOPICS,

FURTHER INFORMATION ON FLIGHT TO STEPHENVILLE CROSSING
by Dan Meyerson

The following information from the February 1931 issue of the ‘“Monthly
Air Mail” by John S. Davis, may be used to supplement my article in the April
issue of “Topics.”

“The Minister of Posts has signed a contract with Newfoundland Airways
Ltd. for the carrying of mails during the Winter months from St. Johns to the
northern partz of the country. The First Flights are to be made early in Jan-
uary when a mail will be sent to Hampden, Western Arm, Conche and St. An-
thony. i

The pilots of the Newfoundland Airways Ltd, are the Messrs. Sullivan and
Fraser, and a small Gypsy Moth airplane has been brought from Canada to St.
Johns for use in carrying out the contract.

On their way from Toronto during November, the Pilots stopped at North
Sydney, N. S, to pick up a small mail of 200 letters for the G. P. 0., St. Johns,
Newfoundland.

Near St. Georges, at Stephenville Crossing is a natural Air Field of sand
about a mile extent. This was chosen as the first stopping place in Newfound-
land, and a new supply of oil was obtained for the Airplane. A mail of 200 let-
ters was also taken from Stephenville Crossing for G. P. 0., 8t. Johns, and each
cover was autographed by the Pilots.

The Gypsy Moth stopped next at Grand Falls about half-way across New-
foundland. There another small mail was taken for St. Johns, and the balance
of the trip completed in 2 hours.
