A Scott BNA Cataleg

Dear Sir:

The letter from Mr. W. T. White in
the March Issue of “TOPICS" inter-
ested me very much but I did not want
to offer any comment until some fur-
ther evidence of feeling on the part of
the membership was presented. Judg-
ing from the remarks at various places
in the April issue, it would seem that
this is something that the members
might be definitely interested in.

Before golng any further we may as
well face the faects and recognize that
the only specialized catalog that will
have a good chance of belng accepted
as a yardstick of values will be one
published by the Scott Co. I realize
that this may be sticking my neck out
because there are a great many mem-
bers of BNAPS who will maintain that
thelr personal knowledge or perhaps
thelr listings of Canada will surpass
by a wide margin anything the Scott
Co. can produce. T don't argue with
anyone on thig point but irrespective of
what they have done in the past, the
fact remains that the Scott name on
a specialized catalog of Canada will
do more to guarantee its acceptance
than anything else, even a top notch
job in preparing and presenting the
complilation.

At one of our recent meetings of the
New York Group we had the opportun-
ity of learning at first hand the views
of the Scott organization from Mr.
Gordon Harmer. Speaking for myself,
I gathered the impression that a Spec-
jalized Canada was under considera-
tion in reflection of the widespread and
growing interest In Canada. I also con-
cluded that its publication would not
be undertaken for at least another year
or two, assuming that It will appear,
and most important of all that it
would be up to a club such as the
B. N. A, P. 8. to do a lot of sifting
of recommended listings and to origin-
ate ideas.

There is no reason why we cannot
proceed through our memberghip and
“TOPICS"” to gather data for the ben-
efit of all BNAPSers and, when the
time comes, make this awvailable to
the Scott organization. Of course I im
not unalterably opposed to BNAPS

el

publishing their own specialized Can-
adian (and provinces) catalog but I do
feel that we might galn more in the
long run through working with Scotts
eventually,

I heartily agree with Mr. White in
his suggestion that a group be set up
to complle listings of all known var-
ieties and publish them in our maga-
zine. As regards varieties, I should
like to suggest that insofar as is prac-
ticable they be limited to plate rather
than printing varieties, Of course any
major variety should be recognized but
chasing fly specks can be carried to
an extreme.

During the past few vears I have
read some rather definlte statements
regarding Canada, in TOPICS too,
which are completely incorreet and
I can only conclude that the writer of
such articles did not have the mater-
ial at hand to permit him to know the
true picture. T have only mentioned the
foregoing because T want to Justify a
suggestion, My suggestion is that no
listing be made?® irrespective of WHO
reports the item, unless the item itself,
or a photo if that would be practicable
depending upon what the item happens
to be, is submitted to the group.

In closing I should like to say that
I think this is perhaps the most con-
structive activity the Soclety could

undertake and I would be glad to co-
aperate to the limit of my ability.

Robert Rennie,

Probably the oldest BNAPSer is
Major-General Robert Rennie who was
born on Dec. 15, 1862 Iin York County,
Ontario. He started collecting stamps
in his youth and as long ago as 1877
published a philatelic magazine, “The
Canada Beaver” which ran for five
issues. (See pr 102 for indexing of “The
Canada Beaver”). Copies of this mag-
azine are now exceedingly rare, oune
of the few sets known being owned by
our librarian, Mr. R. J. Duncan.

Throughout the years General Ren-
nie never lost interest In the hobby,
speclalizilng in several countries, par-
ticularly Great Britaln and Canada.
One of his favourite stamps was the
Canada 6d perforated, Scott's No. 13;
he used to buy these stamps at auction
in London around the turn of the cen-
tury for £2 each and at one time had
twenty-six copies. On hig return from

the first Great War he sold the major
portion of his B. N. A. collection, in-
cluding two superb 124 blacks (now In
the Lichtenstein collection). As a di-
rector of the Rennie Seed Co. of Tor-
onto with a large mall-order business
from coast to coast he had an unriv-
aled opportunity of obtaining covars
with interesting illustrated corner-
cards and cancellations and built up a
large colle-tion which the writer ac-
quired some years ago. He was also
partial to covers emanating from the
North-West Territorles of Canada he-
fore the Provinces of Alberta and Sas-
katcheman were formed In 1805, These
covers are scarce, particularly those
uged in the 19th century.

General Rennie went overseas as
Commanding Officer of the 3rd Can-
adian Infantry Battalion in 1914 and
was in the battle of Ypres April 1915.
He was promoted to the rank of Brig-
adier-General in November of that
vear and given ecommand of the 4th
Cdn, Infantry Brigade, In 1917 he was
in the battle of Vimy Ridge and in 1518
the battle of Amiens, returning to Can-
ada in 1919 with the rank of Major-
General.

Although In his 8Tth year,
eral still plays a good game
and in his early years was a
rifleman, representing Canada
Bisley team on three occasions, receiv-
ing several medals and prizes for his
markmanship. Until recently he was In
the best of health and all BNAPSers
will wish him a speedy recovery from
his present illness.

There was evidentally at least one other courler whose name ls hard to de-
cipher. but it appears to be Thomas Rirnez, who submitted a voucher to Her
Majesty's Government for mail and parcels that he carried on Feb, 28, and Mar.

Several efforts were made to establish an inland overland mall during this
reriod. In January 1839, Willlam Caldwell, of Harbor Grace, advertised in the
“Royal Gazette" that he would travel around Conception Bay carrylng letters
at the rate of 1/ each single and 2/ each double. In 1845, James Doyle, Car-
honear, owner of the packet “Nora Creina" announced to the communities of St.
John's, Harbor Grace and Carbonear that he had engaged a confidential man to
travel around the Bay during the winter months when the boat was necessarily
jaild up. Mr. Doyle is sald to have marked all letters he carrlied with a small
seal bearing the Packet’s name. In 1847, James Hodge announced he would
run a four-sail boat between Kelligrews, Brigus and Port de Grave and that in
the winter a man in his employ would travel the same route overland. His
rateg were 1/ for single letters and 2/ for double,
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BONAVISTA and TRINITY BAY PACKETS 1840-1851

By this time a sizeable correspondence had sprung up between the Bona-
vista Bay and Trinity Bay settlements and Harbor Grace, the seat of the Nor-
thern District. At least one packet was employed to carry this correspondence.
As early as Feb, 9, 1848, we have a letter written at Trinity and addressed Har-
bor Grace with the marking ‘“‘per packet” (Fig. 37).

On March 31, 1849, from Bonavista addressed to Harbor Grace, we have a
letter with the manuscript notation “per Coleman"” (Fig. 88). To confirm the
cperation of a packet and the presence of Mr. Coleman, we submit the follow-
ing excerpt from a letter written at Bonavista on May 27, 1850, and addressed
to Harbor Grace, “I received your letter by Murphy of the 17th inst. and the
enclosed accounts and according to your Directions I have signed them and now
send them on by Coleman’s Packet” (Fig. 39). :

Not having any further information regarding Mr, Murphy or his duties, we
presume he was a private individual who carried the letter as a favor to the
addressee, Still further we illustrate a portion of a letter between Charles
Granger and G. C. Gaden which was sent from Trinity to Harbor Grace on Nov.
14, 1850 and says, “Enclosed you will find an account which John Coleman has
furnished me with for postage, This same letter mentions still another packet
either owned or commanded by Stoneman (Fig. 40).

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However no other information has turned up on this subject. As the final
link to prove Coleman was in the employ of Her Majesty's Government, we il-
lustrate herewith his voucher requesting payment for postage, quarter ending
Sept. 30, 1848 (Fig. 41).

There were evidently private individuals used to carry malil across Trinity
Pay as we illustrate a letter written at Hearts Content on Sept. 20, 1849, ad-
dressed to Trinity and marked “p. Mr., Hart" (Fig. 42). The aforementioned
Mr. Murphy may well fit into this category, too.

CONCEPTION BAY PACKET and COURIER RATES 1840-1851

As for the postal rates in effect on Conception Bay during thiag period, they
seem to have followed the same pattern as that which was in vogue in the 1830's,
namely 6d. per single letter and 1/ per double letter during the months when the
viacket made the voyage, and twice those rates during the montha when the
packet did not make the crossing because there wag ice and travelling was con-
viderably more hazardous and difficult, We refer you to the voucher from the
“HExpress” (vide Fig. 26).in which it will be noted that for the period between
Feb, 14 and Mar. 14, 1844, double postage rates were charged, whereas for the
talance of the first half of 1844, single rates were charged. The rates charged
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by Phelan's packet “Victoria” were evidently the same, ag per itemized voucher
submitted for the period from May 15 to Dec. 16, 1848 (Fig. 43).

No information is available as to the rates charged on Coleman’s packet
which plied Trinity Bay.

PLACENTIA BAY PACKETS and COURIERS 1840-1851

According to the Rev. Kirby, Placentia Bay and the more important ports
along the south coast had their own packet service during this period. A Pla-
centia Historlan, Mr. H. W. LeMessieur, is the authority for the statement that
in 1840 a mail courier service was established between Placentia and St. John's.
This service is presumed to have been financed by the large business houses
around the Bay. The courier employed to make this trip was Thomas Kelly who
later became a Government Postal Courler under the Inland Postal System. R.
Falle & Co. of Burin, In 1848, at their own expense ran a packet boat across
Placentia Bay to connect its West Coast with Courier Kelly. In 1849, Mr.
Sweetman ran his boat between Placentia and Burin and in 1860 a contract was
let to John Collins for the regular carriage of mails from Placentia to Burin
with Intermediate stops at Paradise and Oderin.

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The Late Use of Pre-Confederation Date Stamps

By C. M. Jephoott

In October 1948 issue of BNA TOPICS, Mr. John Siverts raised the inter-
ceting subject of the late use of pre-confederation date stamps. He illustrated
a cancellation reading “Waterloo U. C. Au 23 1878" and commented on the use
of the letters U. C. so long after confederation. In subsequent issues of BNA
TOPICS, Dr. Alfred Whitehead and Mr. Harry Lussey reported that date stamps
with C, E. or C. W, were in use in the early 1880's. Flurther Information from
Mr. A. V. Richardson showed that some small villages in Quebec used the date
stamp with C. E. in the middle and late 1880's.

It is seldom that official information can be obtained on such a subject but
the Annual Statement of the Printing and Supply Branch of the Post Office
Department included in the Report of the Postmaster General for the year end-
ing June 30, 1891 contains &ome pertinent information. It read as follows:

“The attention of the Department having been arrested by the defective

postmarking of letters, ete., very largely prevailing in the Post Offices, a

general circular was issued to Postmasters requiring them to furnish im-

pressions of their office stamps, and to state whether new ones were re-

quired, in order to the end that by the supply, where necessary, of new
stamps or stamping material, the legible and efficient postmarking of all
mail matter might for the future be insured. This resulted in demands be-
ing received for new office stamps from all parts of the Dominion, which
in all needful cases were promptly complied with. It is worthy of note here
that what are believed to be the last of the old “U C" and “C W" (Upper

Canada and Canada West) and "L C" and “C E” (Lower Canada and Can-

ada East) office stamps were sent into the Branch as a result of the circu-

lar above alluded to.”

From this statement it would appear that many townsg used pre-confedera-
tion date stamps up to 1891 and from then on their use was quite rare.

‘The Report of the Postmaster General for the year ending June 30, 1890 also
mentions the subject of office date stamps. Although this reference does not
deal directly with the matter under discussion, it will possibly be of interest to
vome readers of BNA TOPICS. It is quoted verbatim.

“In conformity with the practice obtaining in England and elsewhere, the

Issue of a special stamp for obliterating postage stamps was discontinued

and the office date stamp made to serve the purpose of postmarking and

dating the letters and at the same time of defacing the stamps, resulting in

a saving of time and in the cancelling of postage stamps, without involving

the cost to the Department as heretofore of the supply of obliterating stamp.”

To those members of BNAPS, and other collectors of B. N. A.,, who have
long asked for a specialized catalogue of their favorite countries—here is your
answer! There has been great improvement in tHis catalogue each time it has
appeared, and the latest (7th) edition has been overhauled and revised to the
extent that it is the best publication of this type devoted to British North Amer-
ica to come to the writer's attention, It is strictly a catalogue and not a handbook,
descriptive matter being limited to denoting the reason for each issue, deslgns,
name of printers, ete.

The Canada section opens with a complete listing of essays and proofs. The
various stamps themselves have been grouped. according to design, and unden
thig and the face value are found all stamps that were issued from that par-
ticular design, according to paper, perforation, color, etc. The date gf issue is
noted after each variety, as is also the number according to Scott’s Standard
Catalogue where the variety in question is listed in that publication.

Stamps are priced on cover (first day and later), in pairs, blocks and strips,
re-entries, imprint and plate blocks, both used and unused All prices listed are
net and have been arrived at by consultation with collectors, dealers and stamp
auctioneers throughout the world. An inovation is the pricing of the early is-
sues according to condition—superb, very fine, fine and good. A welcome fea-
ture is the cataloguing of the imperforates of the 20th Century, and a note is
added as to how they came about.

Cancellationg have not been forgotten, and the relative scarcity of the
early post office numeral cancellations is Indicated, Other subjects covered
thoroughly are postal stationery and revenues, the latter having been complete-
ly revised; in the Canadian air mail section are listed the pioneer alr stamps and
first flight covers for all flights to take place in thig country.

Listings for British Columbia, Vancouver Island, New Brunswick, Nova
Scotia, Prince Edward Island and Newfoundland follow the same style as for
Canada and are very complete.

It is our opinion that the new Holmes’' Catalogue is a “must” for all collee-
torg of the stamps of any part of British North America.

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PRINCE EDWARD ISLAND. Early Town Cancellations

By L. S. Crosby

A few days ago our most efficient and co-operative Librarian, Mr. R, J.
Duncan, sent me, along with several other items of Philatelic Literature deal-
ing with the stamps and postal history of my native Province, a very complete
Lst of the early Post Offices operating at the time Prince Edward Island was
!ssuing its own stamps. There Is no Indieation by whom the list was prepared,
when or where, but it appears that it was taken from some early Government
record.

No doubt geveral of our members have had this list on loan from Mr. Dun-
can, and with a view to filling In some of the “missing links" I would llke to
make the following observations, after a study of the Official Postal Guides
for the yearg 1872, 1876, 1895 and .1927. True It may be that the last three pub-
lications were printed after the Province entered Confederation, they are how-
ever helpful In arriving at the following findings.

Before going further I would like to advance the opinion that some collec-
tors of P. E. Island covers, have taken It for .granted that all the postmarks
found were those used on the Island unless they are distinctly identified as
those of some other Province, or State, and this may have been the case when
the list referred to was compiled. 1 will just cite one example "Blg Brook.,”
This Office s listed in the Guide for 1872 as being In Nova Scotia. It Is situ-
ated 11 miles from River Dennis. I can find no record of there ever having been

In 1878 the Dominion of Canada became a member of the Universal Postal
Union, an organization formed four years earlier by twenty-two states, com-
prigsing the leading nations of Europe, the United States of America and Egypt,
for the purpose of establishing standard practices and regulating postal rates
among members of the Union.

At an early and as yet undeterminable date, it became the custom of the
members of this Union to present to brother delegates sample stamps of cur-
rent {ssues. BSome nations proffered these souvenirs on plain mounting-cards
or in packets, while others went to the greater paing and expense of preparing
special souvenir booklets to house the stamps so disposed,

Precisely when the Dominion of Canada began offering these colorful pres-
entation booklets is not known. Our earliest records of such an item is the date
cf 23 December, 1924, and the author would appreciate hearing from anyone
who can offer Information as to prior releases. Such information has not been
forthcoming from the Post Office Branch, which takes the attitude that the
reasons for the preparation of these presentation booklets and the method of
iheir disposal are not matters of general publie conecern.

Deapite which, certain facts concerning these issues have been learned, and
on the basis of these facts the following data are offered as an initial listing of
the presentation booklets of Canada.

The Presentation Booklets of Canada were prepared for a variety of rea-
fons. In general it might be stated that the “standard” lssueg were released
for the purpose outlined in the preceding paragraphs. In addition to these,
there were issued a number of speclal limited issues proffered varlously to such
individuals and groups as His Majesty, the King; members of the Royal Family;
groups of special personages; diplomats; ministers and ambassadors; ete. In-
formation on these purposes will be found, where known, in the listing that fol-
lows.

It follows quite reasonably that there have been some presentation booklets
releaged in such limited gquantity as to make their acquisition completely im-
possible to the collector. For that reason, in our listing we separate these book-
lets into two classifications, viz: ;

General Issues: Those released in quantities sufficiently great to make their
acquisition by collectors a possibility. In this group we list all bookleta issued
in quantities of more than 25 coples.

Limited Issues: Those released in strictly limited quantity for special rea-
sons and/or for selected personages or groups. In this group we list all book-
lets lssued In quantities of less than 25 copies.

Stan Wood, BNAPS #221, of Auck-
land, N. Z., has just written us a very
interesting letter concerning some
Newfoundland items he just acquired.
The first s a cover addressed to J. A.
Cochrane, Civil Re-Establishment, St.
John's, Newfoundland. It was posted
at Flowers Cove, Nov, 26, 1945, and is
rubber-stamped "“Salvaged Mail from
M. V. Clarenville.” Does anyone know
the story behind this cover?

The second item Stan writes about
is the 20c¢, Scott's 264, Stan s In
possession of a plate block of this
stamp with an inverted watermark.
Has anyone seen any additional values
of the perf. 1214 set with inverted wa-
termark? A reply to us will be for-
warded to Stan.

Confederation on April 1, 1949, evi-
dently wasn't too warmly received oy
some Newfoundlanders as we are In
receipt of a cover posted at St. John's
on April 1, 1949, franked with a copy
of Scott's #2567 with a black mourn-
ing band around the edges of the en-
velope. Speaking of covers brings to
mind that Newfoundland stamps are
now valld for postage in Canada as
we have seen covers- posted in Quebec
that” bear Newfoundland stamps and
covers with a combination of New-
foundland and Canadian stamps. We
alsc are in receipt of a 1st Day Cover
from St. John's franked with the new
commemorative and Scott's #256.

We've just about given up trying to
get Newfoundland Postage Dues genu-
inely used on cowver. We recently con-
tacted a friend in Newfoundland and
asked him to post to us two letters
without any stamps on them. One came
through with 10c¢ postage due in U, 8.
stamps, the correct proceedure, the
second was delivered without any
stamps on the envelope and without
any postage being collected from us.
We also asked this friend to post sev-
eral letters to himself without any
postage on them. He has just regret-
fully adviged that all the letters so
posted were delivered to him without
any postage due stamps being affixed,
and without any postage being c¢ollect-
ed from him, the addressee. We would

like to hear from anyone who has any
postage due stamps genuinely used on
cover.

The Newfoundland Post Office Cir-
cular for Mar. 24, 1049, advises, "Ef-
fective 1st. April, unused Newfound-
land postage stamps and other stamped
postal supplies of all denominations
will be acceptable anywhere in Canada
as equivalent to Canadian postage and
are to be accepted in the same manner
as Canadian stamped postal items for
the prepayment of Canada postage to
the full extent of their face value.
Stocks of Newfoundland Postage
Stamps on hand should continue to
be sold until exhausted. There will be
no further supplies of Newfoundland
stamps.”
