While reading it, I noted the photo of the Yarker, Ontario duplex hammer, and
thought I would ask you to include in the next newsletter that the photos were
taken by me of the Yarker handstamp in the R.M.S. Library collection, and provided
to Bob Lee. Bob paid for the film and developing, and they are his photoaraphs.

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A Special Note: - The Proof Strikes of Canada, Volume VI 'DUPLEX PROOF STRIKES

OF ONTARIO' edited by Mr. J. Paul Hughes reveals the following:

DON-1525 SHELBURNE / ONI [ype I1 BI (Correct Spelling)
DON-1526 SHELBRUNE / ONT Type 11 BI11 (Incorrect Spelling)

Bob advises that heicancelling all reports on DON-1526 and requests that members
review their collection for the SHELBURNE / ONT BI1 strikes and send him an
updated report for each hammer.
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A tip - courlesy of Bob Lee:-

In trying to determine which of several 'P', ‘Q', 'R', or 'S' hammers of a
town, try noting where the end of the curve of the killer relates to the
letters of CANADA. For example on the two SASKATOON 'Q's, on the 1945 strike
the top Tine points above the 'A’. 0On the 1947 strike the top line points
to the right leg of the 'A'. Also compare the size of 'CANADA'.

An excellent example of using the above tip is the strike on the pair
of Sc. #286 dated 18/AU 3/50. Without the Proof Book strikes, one would
assume it to be the later 1947 hammer, bul using the above tip, it is ob-
viously the earlier 1945 hammer.

One is easy to distinguish, it is DPQ-539 proofed (1888)/MY 23. It has a
very definate period after CANADA. and large lettering. The space between
‘"M C' is very close compared to others.
