all of his splendid precancel submissions shown in State I and for the
attached two pages showing a hoard of large stamps. The two or more
designs on the large sized stamps are indispensable for the study and
placement of damaged dies. The illustrations clearly show that at least
three of the die heads, Ko.I, II, and V remained complete and intact to
about 1940, and on the early side, stamp #142 shows complete design.

Iin my own things, I have #150 in all four positions, all holes intact.
These three 'complete' dies are (all) believed to be damaged before

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I am indebted to C. Allan Burger who sent me seven diagrams,
front and back, of London Precancels from the Admiral period, four
of which are from different die heads. All seven Cl21 Perfins
show the extensive and progressive early damage to the London
perforator,and with perfect die punches as late as at least 1937,
my first thought was that this might indicate either a new machine
or major retooling of the original. We will be putting together for
a future issue of the Perforator, and possibly will require a listing
of the London missing holes held by members, similar to that re-
quested for Ottawa.

Talking about the New Handbook by Jon Johnson

At the BNAPEX show in Calgary I was asked if it was possible to
identify the Perfin types used only on revenue stamps. The answer
is Yes, with only one exception. Check for the Post Office
approval on each type in the book. Only three things are noted,
the approval date, no date if not approved, or N/A if no Canadian
postagestamps wWere perforated. The Newfoundland types can be
deleted (although B7 is only known in Nfld. revenues) which leaves
all the remaining Types only found in revenue stamps. As an
example see B10 and M1O.

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A NEW PERFIN TYPE by Michael Hargraft

While sorting through my envelope of unidentified perfins, I came across
two copies of Scott No.106 - the 2 cent carmine Admiral - which were
clearly the same, and one of which was punched well enough that I thought
identification should be possible. I consulted the new handbook, but
had no luck there. Just for fun I glanced through the catalogue of
United States perfins published by the Perfins Club - and much to my
surprise came up with an identification!! I concluded that they were
M53, McC, the McCall Company of New York City.

I believe the stamps were both used as revenue stamps on cheques rather
than as postage stamps. The back of both stamps is discoloured in
exactly the same way that many revenue stamps and Admirals used on cheques
were discoloured in a group of stamps I found years ago; those stamps
fell away from the cheques to which they had been affixed without having
to be soaked, and these perfins look like that. Furthermore, the
cancellations have a bluish tinge to them, and a partial 'PAI', clearly
for PAID, is visible on one of them.

At the moment of writing I have no information on the McCall Company.

I do have a speculation on the source of the stamps and how they might

have been used. About 20 years ago I helped an uncle clear out some
cartons of old cheques and documents which had been stored by his father
in the loft of their garage. Most of the cheques I went through were
stamped with Admirals or with the revenue stamps then current for the
cashing of cheques. His family had been in the dry goods business in
Cobourg, Ontario -'Field Brothers'- and most of the cancelled cheques

from this source had been cleared either through the Bank of Toronto or the

Dominion Bank to their account.

Here is what could have happened. The McCall Company supplied Field Bros.
in Cobourg with some goods, for which Field Bros. issued a cheque in
payment. McCall cashed the cheque in Canada, as evidenced by the

Canadian stamps found on the cheque. The cheque was cleared to the Cobourg
bank of Field Bros.

Two questions thus emerge: did the McCall Company do business with other
Canadian compenies since they apparently did banking in Canada? Or, was
there in fact a branch of the McCall Company in Canada - and if so, where?

I would be glad to hear from anyone who can help identify the McCall Company,
or who would care to comment on my speculation. Michael A. Hargraft,

Jack Benningen sends in the following appeal regarding
both Lethbridge and Ottawa Perfins.

"In two recent issues of the Perforator { requested if
members would PLEASE report their stamp numbers held and
identified from either the Lethﬁf&dge and Otfala offices. Just
a sheet of paper is sufficient listing the stampnumber, and
indicate complete if Perfin design is intact, or missing holes
are apparent, the index number, if code hole is missing, or
description of missing holes if otherwise. Position of Perfin
is not needed for this study where we particularly need a record
of the earlier stamps (Edwards and Admirals) to tie into the
new die heads apparently used as State II about 1926. Even one
or two stamp designs may be of considerable help, as in Leth-
bridge, no record of an early "complete" design has yet reached me."
