Speaking of First Class stamps , I must apologize
for Canada Post ' s inability to properly empty
Street Letter Boxes . About 10 of you living in
south and eastern Ontario had your Perforator
delayed due to insufficient postage . It seems that
the Street Letter Box that I used to mail the
Perforators in was not completely emptied on the
evening ofJuly 31- the last day of the old rate and
as such I had a bundle of canceled envelopes
returned to me with a nasty note saying that I
owed 20 more per piece . This took until August
8, 1995 to get back to me (longer than it would
have taken to actually deliver them to the correct
addresses .) Way to go Canada Post you generated
200 additional postage at a cost of probably $2.00.

I had not expected to write another Chatter so
soon after receiving the last Perforator, but Patrick
phoned me and asked if I could put a few words
together, and few they are.

It was good to see the completed results of the A
and B sections of Lorne James' survey. It is
obvious this survey will have to be carefully
studied when revising the Handbook as it is certain
that several of the present factors need to be
downgraded. One difficulty in trying to keep a
running update of such a survey is that if a collec-
tor after the survey is published reports acquiring,
for example, an Al how sure are we that the
stamp was not acquired from a collection already
reported by the original owner? Thanks to Lorne
for his splendid effort and I didn't bug him once to
get it completed.

Finally photocopied and sent all the Perforators
that Barry Senior needed to update our Perforator
Index. It is now left up to him to do this as his
time permits.

Have, at last, completed a 64 page perfin display
for BNAPEX95 that I have worked on and off for
the past several months. It was a time consuming
effort as each page had to be prepared from
scratch and the wording done on my old type-
writer, as I have never had a desire for a computer
and all the accessories.

all the way from initially scribbling on 64 sheets of
paper what I wanted to show on each page on
through to proofreading the finished display.

The postage paid
was $3.30 so dividing this by the unit rate pro-
duces a weight of 51/2 ounces.
