For a considerable time, in fact going back a number of years, there
has been a problem in co-ordinating the timing of the auction with the
publishing date of the Perforator.

By that I mean, after Conrad has done a great deal of work in prepar-
ing an auction and sends 'press ready' material with a closing date to
Patrick to publish, Patrick, for a number of reasons, may not be in a
position to print the newsletter to accommodate Conrad' deadline.
This also happened with our previous editor/publisher.

This, understandably, can be quite frustrating.. for Conrad-as although
retired,he plans the auctions around other activities and commitments.

There did not seem to be a solution to this until Conrad offered, not
only to prepare the auction listing as usual, but would go so far as
to print it up and mail it out to all members, provided it was an
entity unto itself. I thought about it and said, let's give it a try,
as Patrick was fully in agreement , so here it is.

If you stop to realize all the steps that have to be taken to prepare
an auction with all the descriptions, pricing, illustrations etc, from
time of receipt of the material through paying the vendors at the end
and all the record keeping involved, it is something very few of us
would dare to undertake. We receive the printed listing and think
nothing about the background of its making.

Our auctions present an excellent opportunity to obtain individual
items at reasonable prices without having to bid on bulk lots for
which there is no need for most-, of the material in our collections.
If you haven't previously bid, I would suggest you seriously consider
so doing and thus support Conrad in his efforts- and, if a successful
bidder, enhance your own collection.
