2„ The dollowing steps are to be taken to effect the change-over to the
new procedures

(a) The use of fee stamps and the procedure involved is to cease at midni.;ht,
October 31, 19710

(b) implemention of the new procedure is to start the following day,
November 1, 1971.

(a) All unused stamps are to be accounted for and returned to the Department,
Attention: Atm.

(d) Exeisting stocks of the following forms are to be destroyed at the post:

EAT 113, Requisition for Consular Pee Stamps
d 190, Statement of Consular Fee stamps Affixed to Documents
EXT 119,/Eng.
