The foregoing descriptions along with the figures showing the various
designs , etc. should make it easier for anyone interested in those Federally
issued bottle seals to identify them and their period of use . These stamps were
issued in a continuousyear by year-series even though some parts of Lanada
had prohibition for many years. Some liquor 'as, of course , produced and sold
for :medical purposes.

" PROHIAITIO14 "

The prohibition movement in Canada got its start at an early date. The
Duntcin Act of 1864 was passed to meet the demands of a strong "Dry" group. It
proved diffl -cult to administer and was soon repealed . The dcott ..et of 1878
was the next important action . It provided for a local option vote in any
country or city for thr prohibition of the sale of liquor . If a um,jority of
the votes polled favored prohobition , the Act became autom `..tically operative
on the expiration of ex =isting licenses . A provision for repeal was provided,

Prohibition gradually spread across Canada, starting in the t1aritine
provinces. By 1916-17 all of the provinces except Quebec prohibited the sule
of liquor. Quebec followed in 1919.

Prohibition was unpopular and after the war, startin; in 1921, 'Quebec,
British Columbia and the Yukon Territory repeale:i their prohibitory legis-
lotion. Other provinces followed. As the provinces and territories repealed
their prohibitory legistration, each province established a liquor board or
commission to handle the distribution of liquor within the pr•avince. Lach
province tend territory issued '.heir o'an liquor seals at some tire. dome'
,briefly and some for many years.

The seals issued by the provinces, in some oases, did indicate a
tax paid. Federal seals appeared on all spirits bottled in bond, but,
as previously mentioned they do not represent a tax paid.

A detailed tabulation and description of the provincial seals
follows in the second section of this report.
