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A WEW SERIES OF BRITISH COLUMBIA LAW STAMPS

British Columbla has smbarked upon a new Bories of law steamps. The
gvant f{s a matter of mors than usual intersst fer it marke the first
ma jor shangs in Governmsnt policy iu the preduction of ite law stamps
sines Ostobar 198, Since that date all Britisb Columbia law steamps
havs besn printed by the Govermment Printing Offiss, variously
valferred to se ths King's or Quesn's Printer as appropilate.

During the winter of 198081, it was discoveresd thas some British
Columbla government Bonds had been stolen from a govermmeut offise. An
investigation led te a complete overhavl of the security measures aumr-
rounding the preoduction, storage and handling ef govermment securitiss.
The law stamps, as revenus papesr, wers included. Ong outooms was to
contract the producticn of the law stamps to ths Pasific Bank Nots
Company eof Vansouver, B.C. This I understand is s western subsidary
of the American Baok Note Company.

The first stamps issued umder Lhs new arrangemsats appsared on
Mareh 20, 1901, They consist of two values: & $15 rose and a $30 pals
blue graesn. The firat of these is a new velue for B.C., the sesond is
& rophkacement of the same valus of the previous series; tha pumbers of
which wers sxhausted. The detalls of the new issue are as follows:

Design: Unchanged from that used sinss 1940. The new $30 stamp
was produeed from the ildentical design but a new 1ithographie plates was
prepared . Phe new$lS stamp also uzed the identiszal design except for
new value tablete. The aumerals used ave larger than previously aond
sach iz outlined in a narrow, celearly definsd dark 1lins that results
in their being more sha rply presented. The baskgroud hatehing extends
iute the hollow in the 5 whersas in the $30, the spaces within the
aumzrals a re solidly dark and the numerals are prasented as if illumin-

atad from the left, with a broad shadow to ths right,

Seperation: Roulette 20 to L0 mm, as opposed %o 1k in b0 mm.

sf the previous issue. Sldes a nd bottom of the sheets stralte
adgsed but the top rouletted Lo separate the selvedge.

Layouk: Printed on simple 8% x 11 sheets of 25 stamps in the
ugual format (5x5). The design area of each shtamp measurss 27x
L0 mm, Bach shest is numbered in sequence starting at 00001 for
sach velua., The numbsrs are in rad in the upper righi cornsr of
the selvedgs.

Sgeurity design: Bach shest has been complebely printed with fins
alnuoue redebrown linss at lomm. Intervals disgononally aeross tha
sneet a3 well as very finse pale yellow linss vertisally. Thia
pattern of rsd and vellow lines underliss the stamp deslign and il
makes the new lssue sasily distinguishable from all others evan
in used condition.

Numbers: PFlve thousand of each value made up the first prianting.
Thay werse deliversd March 20, 1981, Thus the sheets in the first
veinting of sach va 1lus bser numbers 00001 o 00200,

Tn November 1981 a second printing of the $30 and an initial
order For a $50 stamp were placed with the Pacific Banknote
(., Thess are in bthe seme design and format as»tha firat printe
ing bub are printed on Davac Gummed 24 1b. English Finish paper.

The gum 1s invisible and I am iaformed that it is dextrose bhaswsd

rather than P,V.A, Ths $30 is in the same color as the first

printing. The $50 is in ovrange.

Tt i¢ novw possible to list the complete meriea 11. Tus valuesa
ftesuad were L0¢, 50¢, $1, $2, $3, $5, $10 and $20. ALl wers ova
Davae paper with dull gum and perforated 12.5 x 12.5. Thia series
was gradually replaced batween 1971 and 1931 with stamps of
identical deaign, papsr and gum but rouletted for saparatlon;

15 perforations in 40 mm,

Thess rouletted stamps a ppeared in values of $1, $2, 45 and
$30, They have been referred as Series 12 in the Canadian
Revenua Refaersnces Manual (1979) and assigned the numbsrs B.C.
59, 60, 6L and 62 respectively. If this numbering system is
followsd then the new 1981 stamps become Series 13 and ths $15
value becomes #63, the $30 firet printing #6i and the sscond
printing 6lia. The $50 becomes #65.

It should be noted that in saries 11 for sach value the
aheets were numbared beginning with the number 1. The numerical
sequence cohbtinued thru series 12. Tha sheet numbers are
naeful te the revenue collector as they positively idsntify the
different orders that wers placed for each valus over thes years
vt there use beginning on November 30 1958. Seriee 13 has begun

a new pumbered esquence for sach valus,

Thiz article gives the details on the latest lasuea
of B, ¢, Laws and has incorporatsd them intev a revised
dralft of ths garlier article.
