E., A medium to thick, poor quality, grayizh wove paper
showing a horizontal mesh (1873-82)
The check shreet shows values reported to date, but conly lets one put
where the item fits in paver adn perforation, i. 8. The $2 inverted
center, I've seen, ig paper B on the medium and perf 66xé6.
