The stamps were authorized in May, 1903, by
the local bar association to defray the expenses
of the Law Library in Sydney. Fees were 25¢
for actions under $80 and 50¢ for actions above
that.

THE PROVISIONAL ISSUES OF THE CAPE BRETON, NOVA SCO?IA,.LAU STAMPS.

The Ban Association authonized the issuance of these 25¢ & 50¢ stamps as a
means of offsetting the expenses of the Law Libnrany in Sydney. The Finsi
Issue was inscaibed "Ban Librnany”. The Second & 7Thind Issues cannied

"Law Stamp”. The Founth Issue <included "Ban Librnany®, "Law Lilbrany” as well

as "Law Stamp”.  The Fifth Issue nevented to the "Law Stamp” inscription.

It s doubtful if more than five examples of any one of these scance stamps
arne 4in the hands of collecitons. Only one on two specimens ane known of

nine of the thinteen necorded varnieties. The catalog Listing of these

stamps leaves much to be desined but any revision designed 2o show the vanious
issues in chrnonological orden would requine the nenumbening of all Luil three
{tems, Catalogens ane undenstandably neluciant to undentake such changes.
Howeven a complete onderlylisting of these nane stamps is sometlhing which

should le made available Lo Revenue collectons.

Based upon my collection, and with very valualble assistance fLrom Wilmen
Rockett, it is possible to illusinrate eveny known vaniely. These stamps

all lean the date of usage thus making it possibile to delenmine the ondern <in

which each individual issue was placed in use. Details neganding the numben
of each vaniety neconded to date <4 included. This will assist collectons
in estimating the relative scancity of this matenial. This anticle is also

designed to bnring to Light additional specimens which, no doubt, exist 4in

collections bul have neven leen neponted to the Revenue Group on the Editon

of the Revenue catalog.

The Founth Issue is panticulanly internesting as negarnds "new discovenies’.
